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Unintentional injuries remain the leading cause of death in children under the age of 14, according to the Centers for Disease Control, including injuries in accidents at home and during and after disasters.
Masters of Disaster teaches elementary, middle and junior high school students the skills and knowledge they need to prepare for, recognize, and recover from hazards and disasters in their home, school, or community.

To help make children safer, the American Red Cross, with support from the Allstate Foundation and the United States Fire Administration, has created innovative and exciting standards-based curricula for teaching general disaster preparedness to students in Kindergarten to 8th grade.  Called Masters of Disaster, this curriculum covers how to prevent injuries at home and how to stay safe in the event of a hurricane, flood, tornado, lightning and home or wild fire.
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Split into three grade-specific groups—K-2, 3-5 and 6-8 each module includes age appropriate, ready-to-go lesson plans for teachers and an innovative activity book with reproducible lessons teachers can assign to students.
